This being a scheduled short meeting to deal with a couple of matters,  minutes were dispensed with at this time and a short Agenda was approved.

MOTION #88- 2019–Clark/Taylor; resolved the adoption of the Agenda for this meeting. All in favor, Motion carried. 
Fire Department and Emergency Management: Mayor Bailey informed Council that the bidding process on the recent fire tanker on auction went extremely well and he has won the bid with a very satisfying price. The paperwork is being done and barring any unforeseen complications all is proceeding well and in a day or two our Fire Department will have a new tanker. Mayor Bailey has been constantly corresponding with the Fleet Manager for the number of fire department stations in the County in Ontario that is selling this tanker. This contact is confident in the excellent shape of this vehicle and is certain it can be driven here from Ontario with no issues whatsoever. Mayor Bailey however, is looking into the cost of having it shipped here and if there’s not much difference in the total cost then that is the route to go. It saves a lot of hassle and most all responsibility will be on the shipping company by having the tanker delivered. 
Council members are very relieved and excited with this news and all agreed that the credit goes to the Mayor for this accomplishment. Mayor Bailey was quick to acknowledge that this was a team effort made possible by the fundraising efforts of the Fire Department Auxiliary and by all the donations to this cause that was received from so many over the past couple of months, making it possible to be confident in taking part in the auction. Mere words cannot express the sincere appreciation to all who made this possible. A huge heartfelt thank you as well to our generous benefactor who so kindly matched all donations received. Due to the generosity of so many, our Fire Department will very soon have this essential fire fighting vehicle in our community and funds to have it fitted out as needed in case of emergency.

MOTION #89- 2019 – Fisher/Vivian; resolved that a donation of one hundred dollars will be forwarded to the Lions Club to help with this event. All Council Members in favour, Motion carried. 

Finances
The Town Clerk asked for a motion to confirm payment for the usual monthly bills and for any costs associated with the Christmas Socials both for the Fire Department and Council. 
MOTION #90- 2019 – Taylor/Mills; resolved all invoices be paid, approval of payment of the regular monthly bills and other related expenses. All Council Members in favour, Motion carried. 

With the up-coming required purchases and expenses related to getting the new fire tanker here and fitted for use, the convenience of having a higher credit limit on the town credit cards was discussed. Cheques are rarely accepted anywhere these days and the convenience of have a credit card with automatic monthly payment withdrawal has become pretty much a necessity. This will not signify any indebtedness for the town because there will be no purchases or charges incurred for which funds are not already available to cover the balance. This card is only used for emergencies or for purchases where no other payment options are available. The Royal Bank requires a Motion in Council for any such changes.
MOTION #91- 2019–Fisher/Vivian; resolved that because there are many times where making a payment by credit card is convenient and essential the Town Clerk/Manager will submit a request to RBC to have the limit on the Town’s credit cards increased whereby there will be a combined credit limit of thirty thousand dollars ($30,000). All Council Members in favor, Motion carried. 
New Business

The Town Clerk then announced a presentation to be made and called upon Mayor Bailey to present a plaque from the Professional Municipal Administrators Association to Tina Toope for 10 years of service as Assistant Clerk. These awards are normally presented at the annual PMA Convention, however Tina was unable to attend this past years convention so the award was sent to Council for presentation. Congratulations and Thank you, Tina.  
Being no further business, on a motion (#92), by Councillor Clark and seconded by Councillor Fisher this Council meeting adjourned and Council enjoyed a Christmas Social in the cosy atmosphere of this wonderful little building.
