Mayor Bailey convened the meeting at 6:30 P.M. 
MOTION #71 - 2019– Clark/Vivian; resolved the adoption of the minutes of the meeting held on September 10, 2019. All in favor, Motion carried. 
MOTION #72- 2019–Vivian/Mills; resolved the adoption of the Agenda for this meeting. All in favor, Motion carried. 
Business Arising and Reports
Waste Management

Mayor Bailey reported that according to reports the waste site is running better all the time. A great job of controlling the area is being done by the waste site supervisor. Many people have begun recycling for the first time ever because of the bins available for drop-off. All proceeds from the recycling have been going towards the community rink. Another thorough clean-up was done this past week which should last for quite some time now that the summer construction and clean-up season is coming to a close. The Clerk has been talking with Service NL trying to get permission to have a one-time burning at the site before winter. 

Fire Department and Emergency Management

The fundraising campaign for a new (used) pumper truck has been an amazing success with close to twenty thousand dollars raised by the target date, October 11/19. This has already been matched by our generous community supporter and a twenty thousand dollar cheque has been received and deposited. Donations are continuing to come in for which we are very grateful. Every dollar received increases the total and will also be matched. Mayor Bailey continues to search for the right opportunity to get the best possible vehicle. 

Job Creation Partnership

This project continues to progress really well. The participants are still hard at work with community projects and improvements. This project will be complete on November 22/19. A lot of work has been done since the job started. These programs are great to get up-grades done around the community. 

Laurentic Forum Report

Since the last Council meeting Mayor Bailey, upon approval of all members of Council, attended the Laurentic Forum in Northern Ireland. Councillor Mills was also scheduled to attend and present on behalf of the Port Rexton Brewing Company however, due to sickness, at the last minute could not attend. Mayor Bailey filled in for her in that capacity. 
Mayor Bailey and Councillor Mills explained to Council the purpose of this Forum and the benefits and possible doors this could open for the sustainability of our community. This forum is scheduled to be held in our province in 2020, part of which will be held here in Port Rexton, if all goes according to plan. A lot of planning will have to be done for this so a Committee will be set up for this undertaking.
Correspondence 
- A letter was received from a property owner requesting permission to build a barn to hold a few small animals and also a small shed on her property on World Pond Road. 

MOTION #73 - 2019–Mills/Clark; resolved that, since this property is within Village Zoning, permission will be granted for the permits for these buildings. All Council members in favour, Motion carried. 
- Invitation was received from Legendary Coasts for the Mayor and any interested members of Council to attend the France/Canada Craft Beer collaboration celebration at the Merchant Tavern in December. Port Rexton Brewing and le Brasserie de l’Anse from Miquelon has jointly brewed a beer and this event is to celebrate this collaboration. 

MOTION #74 - 2019– Clark/Vivian; resolved that anyone interested in attending should definitely go and will let the Clerk know before the RSVP deadline of November 29. All Council members in favour, Motion carried. 

- A request was received from Fraize Law Offices for information on a parcel of property and the well house and easement located on the property. There are issues with the ownership of some sections of this property with conflicting measurements on both sides of the property so after discussion a motion was made to deal with this situation. 
MOTION #75- 2019– Mills/Vivian; resolved that the Clerk will turn this request over to our lawyer to investigate all of this on behalf of Council before any information is sent to the law firm. All Council members in favour, Motion carried. 
- Council received a request from a graduation group or committee at Discovery Collegiate for a donation. A previous Motion in Council states that

donations of this kind will only be made within our own community and area. 
MOTION #76- 2019– Clark/Mills; resolved that Council will continue to adhere to the decision made by the previous Council regarding donations and will not be donating at this time.  All Council members in favour, Motion carried. 
Finances
Invoices received for the yearly Financial Audit, JCP materials, Municipal Assessment Agency Fees, janitorial supplies and the regular bills, (furnace oil, telephone, etc., most of which have been paid to date). 
MOTION #77- 2019 – Vivian/Mills; resolved all invoices be paid, approval of payment of the regular monthly bills, and confirm the other related invoices that have been paid to date. All Council Members in favour, Motion carried.

The Clerk handed out to all Council Members copies of the 2020 Budget

Estimates which were looked over briefly and a few questions asked. It was decided that these estimates will be taken away and looked over more closely and any questions will be emailed to the Clerk or brought to the next meeting of Council where the final decisions will be made regarding expenditures, tax rates etc.   

General Business
- Council have been receiving many complaints and expression of concern about the well-being of the horses located just across the road and concerned residents have come to Council regarding this issue. 
During the past summer and fall people have visited this area who are very knowledgeable about horses and have expressed concerns as well. The horses have not been to any pasture all during the summer and have not been getting the amount of hay required to keep them healthy. They are showing signs of this and some are looking sickly. It’s such a shame because everyone is certain that this certainly not because the owner doesn’t have any concern for the animals, in fact just the opposite is true. Sometimes situations arise beyond control. 
Sadly, Council, not having any regulations or controls other than for restriction of animals at large, is not in a position to do anything about this situation. We have been informed however, that Animal Welfare is now involved in the situation so hopefully some results will be seen soon. It is certain that Council will be kept informed about the situation.      
The Local Roads are in terrible condition again, mainly because of the seemingly continuous rainfall during this fall season. It was agreed they should be given another grading and gravelled wherever necessary. 
The Clerk informed Council that the term for our Fire Chief is up once again.

No one has put their name forward as being interested in the position. Chief Geff Fowlow is willing to be re-appointed for the next two year term.

MOTION #78- 2019 – Clark/Mills; resolved that Council will re-appoint past Fire Chief Geff Fowlow to continue in his position as Fire Chief for the next two years. All Council Members in favour, Motion carried. 
The Clerk asked if Council is agreeable to continue with the Christmas lighting contest as in the past few years. All Council agreed so the advertisement will be sent out in a Newsletter to let everyone know that the contest is on again this year. 

The Clerk also reminded Council a date is needed for the Christmas Social. Some inquiries will be made as to times available and emails will be sent out to all to get the date settled.  

Being no further business this Council meeting adjourned on a motion (#79), by Councillor Clark and seconded by Councillor Vivian.                 

The next Council meeting will be scheduled for November 27th at 6:30 pm which will be the 2020 Budget Meeting.
