Since this meeting was called for a couple of specific reasons the minutes were dispensed with until the next Council meeting. 

Also present was Ervin Locke of Ervin Locke and Son’s Limited, who had asked to attend a meeting to discuss some items in the snow-clearing contract for this coming winter season, which was recently awarded to their company. 

Mayor Bailey convened the meeting at 6:30, welcomed Ervin to the meeting, and invited him to proceed with his concerns. Some sections of the contract were discussed at length and concerns dealt with for both the Contractor and the Council. Some changes and/or additions were made for both parties and the changes will be worded and the new revised contract will be drawn up and a copy delivered to the Contractor for signing within the next few days.

Discussion continued regarding the clearing of certain roads and some extensions to roads to be cleared because of new residences or the necessity of clearing for access to water source by the Fire Department. Ervin then said goodnight and retired from the meeting.   
General Business
The railway bed repairs are scheduled to be done this week and the whole stretch from the intersection with World Pond Road to well past the hole that has been causing the problems will be up-graded.  
Finances

A Motion was made to pay the invoice for the repairs to the railway bed when it is received as well as regular monthly invoices for the remainder of Nov.  

MOTION #53- 2020 – Clark/Taylor; resolved all invoices be paid as received and approval of payment of the regular monthly bills. All in favour, Motion carried.

The Clerk has prepared the annual Tax Recovery Plan and Tax Receivable Summary for the Town of Port Rexton, which is one of the accountability requirements for the funding sources under the Community Sustainability Plan, Gas Tax Funding, Municipal Operating Grants, and Provincial Tax Credit. The documents were reviewed by Council and deemed to be satisfactory and the motion was made. 

MOTION #54 - 2020– Taylor/Clark; resolved the Tax Recovery Plan and Tax Receivable Summary be adopted as presented and forwarded to the Department of Municipal Affairs and Environment. 

All Council members present and in favour, motion carried.
