Mayor Bailey convened the meeting at 6:30 p.m.
MOTION #43 - 2021–Taylor/Fisher; resolved the minutes of the meetings held on June 23 and July 7, 2021 shall be adopted as presented. All in favor, Motion carried. 
MOTION #44 - 2021–Clark/Piercey; resolved the Agenda for this meeting shall be adopted as presented. All in favor, Motion carried. 
BUSINESS ARISING AND REPORTS
The Outdoor Recreation Park Project is progressing nicely, the boards are ordered and expected arrival time is mid September, at which time there will be hopefully some free labour to help install them. Mayor Bailey announced the approval of funding from ACOA in the amount of $165,690.00 which will, along with the contribution of $62,230.00 in funds already raised by the Outdoor Recreation Park Committee, see the completion of this project. Council all expressed their appreciation and congratulations on the hard work and success of the committee in making this community infrastructure a reality. A big thank you also to all who have contributed with monetary donations, supporting fundraising events, donating of recyclables, and giving their time and support in any way, all is much appreciated.  

Fire Department up-date: 

Councillor Clark reported everything is going well with the Fire Department with monthly meetings and weekly practices are still on schedule as much as possible during the busy summer season and more normal now with less covid-19 restrictions. They are in the process of buying a new flagpole along with the help of Council in sharing the cost. 
Waste Management 

Operations at the waste site are still running smoothly. No new issues to report though people are still attempting access around the gate with vehicles and around the inside chained off area. More boulders will be placed in those areas and anyone caught will be charged.  

CORRRESPONDENCE
A request was received for a permit to construct a retirement cottage on a piece of property at 18 Level Road as well as permission to place a trailer there on the property during the summer time while the residence is being built. While new development is encouraged there was concerned expressed regarding the timeline for building and how long the trailer would be parked there. The Clerk will address these concerns with the prospective landowner.
MOTION #45 - 2021– Fisher/Clark; resolved that approval in principle would be granted for the construction of the cottage, providing of course that the property meets all other relevant agencies requirements for development. All in favour, Motion carried. 

A letter was received from Captain Michael Cooper, the Commanding Officer of the Trinity East-Port Rexton CLB Company, regarding the celebration of the 110th anniversary of the brigade on September 4th, 2022. This letter is requesting support with this event from the Town Council with a number of items during these celebrations, eg. locally declaring a CLB Weekend, flying the CLB Flag with the Towns other flags, use of the Ball Field for events, having special CLB benches and tables around the community. 
MOTION #46 - 2021– Taylor/Clark; resolved that the Council would be pleased to help with these celebrations and the above plans and will assist in any way possible to make this a memorable event for the CLB Brigade and the residents of this area. All in favor, Motion carried. 

A letter was received from TC Pageants Coordinator asking for donations of promotional items for the contestants in the Junior Miss Newfoundland and Labrador pageant. All sponsors will be acknowledged live at the gala, during all events of the pageant weekend, featured in online videos, and year-round on their website and social media.  
MOTION #47 - 2021– Piercey/Fisher; resolved that the clerk will gather up some items left from Come home year, such as town pins, pens, and reusable Port Rexton bags for this event. All in favor, Motion carried. 

Nomination Forms were received for Council to nominate a member of Council to attend and participate at the Premier’s Forum to be held before the MNL Conference in Corner Brook on November 3, 2021. All nominations must be submitted by September 13th and successful representatives selected from the nominees will be notified. Mayor Bailey asked for expression of interest and Councillor Clark agreed to be nominated.
MOTION #48 - 2021– Fisher/Taylor; resolved the nomination of  Councillor Shirley Clark to attend the Premiers Forum to be held in Corner Brook on November 3, 2021. All in favor, Motion carried.

ACOA Agreement for CCRF (Canada Community Revitalization Fund)  
MOTION #50 - 2021–Taylor/Fisher; resolved the acceptance of this opportunity of funding from Atlantic Canada Opportunities Agency under the above program in the amount of $165,690 to complete the Outdoor Recreation Park. All in favor, Motion carried. 

The agreement was then signed by Mayor Bailey and was co-signed by the Town Clerk.
Guardrail Repairs/Replacement
Two quotes were received for the guardrails repairs and replacement on World Pond Road.

MOTION #51 - 2021–Taylor/Fisher; resolved the quote from Ervin Lock & Son’s for $6,800, plus hst, being the lowest bid, will be accepted for this job. All in favor, Motion carried. 

Council agreed the deadline for completion will be no later then October 31, 2021. The Clerk will discuss the timelines with the contractor and do the paperwork. 
There have been a few issues at the slipway with sufficient room for boat launching and for tethering at the dock this summer. It was agreed that a proper concrete boat launch is needed, something that needs to be discussed and options for funding explored over the next few months. 

It was noted that another dilapidated building has been removed and cleaned up beautifully. Thank you to the owner for seeing this through. The only real eyesore left is the old house right in the centre of the community near the church. There have been delay after delay with this and council is constantly receiving complaints. Time is running out and something has to be done soon.     

The Nomination of Candidates for Council will be held on August 31, from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm. There will be one more meeting in September to be scheduled before the election date of September 28th. The clerk reminded everyone who has intentions to run again to pick up their forms. It has certainly been a pleasure working together over the past four years and much has been accomplished in our beautiful community during that time. Hopefully, there will be continued interest in the economic development to ensure the sustainability of this town in the future. Hopefully there will be a good showing for Nomination Day.
