REPORTS
Recreation Commission 

- Councillor Hayward reported that the Recreation Commission are planning to have a number of events. Some of the possibilities are; a Newfie Supper, Games for Kids, Family Scavenger Hunt, Ball Hockey Tournament, Fireworks, and the Breakfast is a maybe. The dates and times will be decided after their next meeting. 
Heritage Society

-Councillor Lander reported that the accessible door for the former LOL Hall building has been received and will be installed as soon as possible. The Heritage Society will be meeting soon to decide what event(s) they will have during the Come Home Year 2022 week of celebrations.

Recreation Park Project

-Mayor Bailey reported the work on the rink building construction is moving along, the last of the concrete has been poured except for the floor inside the building. Once the siding is on, doors up and the floor completed, the next step is the remainder of the plumbing and electrical. 
Fire Department 

-The Fire Department continues to carry on as usual with their meetings and in-house training. There is nothing new to report at this time.       
Waste Site
- There has been some vandalism at the waste site. Someone has managed to drive around the boulders near the entrance gate, have done damage to the inside chain and barrier, thrown the piled tires around the site. It is known who did this the first time and those people have since moved from the area however, this has happened again and is now being investigated. 
Hike Discovery
· Deputy Mayor Rex, who was recently appointed to the Hike Discovery Board, then reported on a recent meeting with that group. Discussions were held on new trails within the area, the Geopark, upkeep of trails, expansion and maintenance of existing and new trails, fundraising, etc. A recent incident where a community named their new trail, Skirwink Trail, was an issue that the board has been recently dealing with. This is unacceptable for many reasons and the matter is resolved by that community changing the trail name.      
Councillor Lander gave a report on the Municipal Symposium that both her and Councillor Kelly had attended during the first week of May, touching briefly on the various sessions and subjects discussed. A summary of the event was previously emailed to council members. This was a hectic few days but, definitely a learning experience and was highly recommended, especially for the networking with the other members of councils from all over the province.

GENERAL BUSINESS 

- Summer Parking and Signage are issues once again to be dealt with especially during the summertime. The congestion around the Brewery and the Union Store is always an issue. People seem to ignore the no parking signs. The Mayor and Clerk will be meeting soon with the Brewery owners to discuss this issue and do some planning for new and visible signage to be posted strategically to prevent parking in places where it causes an obstruction in the traffic to and from the cove. Welcome signs for the two signage structures entering the community are on order and other signs will be ordered as required. 
A number of cleanups have been planned for the community. Danielle from the Port Rexton Brewery has arranged a monthly beaches and other community areas cleanup called “Pints and Pick-ups”, the CLB are planning a cleanup and the Port Rexton Lions are planning their annual roadside cleanup soon. It is wonderful to see this community spirit. 

- Regional meetings are going to continue and there is now another subject to collaborate on, a regional swimming pool.

This will be added to the agendas for consideration and Council agreed this is another addition which would augment our whole area and well worth supporting and regionally working on.       

- Local Roads Repairs will begin soon. Quotes have been requested for the culverts that have to be ordered, the prices of which will surely be higher as per the usual these days. Quotes are being requested for the armour stone in the cove so hopefully work will be started within the next few weeks. It seems there is now a private business started, in the Lethbridge area, which does liquid calcium for local roads upon request. The clerk will check on a price for this, however if it is out of reach within the town budget then the bags of flaked calcium will be ordered. It is not confirmed yet if the grader will be up and running and available to do our local roads grading. If this is not possible then the grading will be done as in the past few years, by John Vivian.
