Mayor Bailey called the regular meeting to order and asked for the adoption of the agenda for this meeting.

MOTION #48- 2022– Rex/Hayward; resolved the Agenda for this meeting shall be adopted as presented. All in favor, Motion carried.

REPORTS

Recreation Commission 

· The pumpkin carving event for children which was held in partnership with the Port Rexton Brewing Company was a great success and very much enjoyed by the children. The Brewery provided the pumpkins for the carving, Old My Cheeses” served them grilled cheese and fries, and the Recreation provided the other snacks and drinks. Then today, a Halloween Scavenger Hunt was enjoyed by the children and youth of the community, with another great participating turnout. They are waiting on the ticker lottery license to begin the “Grand in the Hand” ticket raffle. 
The next events are the bonfire on the beach on November 5th, Bonfire Night, along with a music night, and the Annual Christmas Tree Lighting to be held November 30th.
Recreation Park Project
    Mayor Bailey reported the work on the rink building is still moving along slowly but surely. The drywall is done, plastering and painting will be done by next week then, it’s putting in the kitchen.  Mayor Bailey is hoping once again, to get more volunteers for this. The building plumbing will be completed by Bartlett’s Electrical which is already paid for, so the only costs left are the materials for the kitchen.

    Councillor Lander reported that they have not had the meeting yet. One was called but then had to be cancelled for lack of a quorum when a member couldn’t make it. It is hard to get a meeting when there are so few members. Everyone agreed the work done so far on the JCP Project, scraping and painting, some shingles on the lower section, has really improved the look of the Hall. The windows are being doing as funding is available, some under this project and others as soon as possible. 
    There have been a number of new benches, picnic tables and boxes for the garbage containers made by the JP workers. This will be a great addition to the present supply of these fixtures. 
Deputy Mayor Rex also mentioned the great work done during the past summer by the high school student and summer jobs youth worker in keeping everything cleaned up and looking nice, the grass trimmed around the buildings and the tables and benches and playground equipment, as well as painting all these items  and the playground fences. A great job was done by these young people.

GENERAL BUSINESS 

Code of Conduct
Council Members had taken home the Code of Conduct to read over and all agreed the document is okay for adoption as is.

MOTION #51 - 2022 – Rex/Kelly; resolved the Municipal Code of Conduct Template for Municipal Councillors and Municipal Officials shall be adopted as received from the Department of Municipal & Provincial Affairs for the Town of Port Rexton. The documents will be filled in as needed and forwarded to the department as required. All present in favour, Motion carried.

Habitat Conservation Plan
Copies of the Habitat Conservation Plan received from the Department of Fisheries, Forestry and Agriculture was distributed to Council members for their consideration. It was decided to take the copies home for further reading and thought, then the plans will be discussed at the November meeting of Council. Any questions or inquiries in the meantime can be sent to Zach Burrows for clarification. 
Site Specific Health & Safety Plan
The Clerk presented the SSSP for a motion to accept the plan for submission to the Department of Transportation and Infrastructure. This plan is required to be prepared and submitted each year in order to have access to sand and salt mixture from the Highway’s Depot during the winter season. 
The Clerk will attach the other required documents from the contractor Ervin Locke & Son’s Ltd., such as vehicle inspections, Letter from WHSCC, NLCSA card number, and CORE Certification letter to the SSSP and forward same to the TI Department. 
MOTION #52 - 2022 – Rex/Hayward; resolved the approval of the Site Specific Health and Safety Plan as presented  and the Clerk will submit the Plan as per the required procedure. All in favour, Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS
Councillor Lander brought up the subject of the packages for Councillors for Council meetings, indicating that she feels that instead of receiving the Correspondence and Action Report with the list of correspondence, Council members should receive copies of all correspondence and requests in order to make informed decisions.
